2023 PARISH FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

The parish financial statements for 2023 were recently
finalized and the required Charity Return was filed with the
Canada Revenue Agency. Our parish ended 2023 with a small
surplus of $3,300 in our operating fund based on donations
and other revenue of $442,470 and expenses of $439,160.
Our building fund paid $246,600 for building repairs and
accessibility upgrading.

A few weeks ago, Bernadette asked me to tell a story about
Climate Change. Forest fires, droughts, floods, melting
permafrost & glaciers still seem far away from my life.

I am only one person. What could I possibly do? Yes, I recycle
and reuse... the residents in my building collect SARCAN
recyclables & we donate the $'s to charity...
